ADVISORY / PRIVILEGES / INTERVENTIONS 
OVERVIEW
· Advisory, Privileges/Interventions (API) was developed after intense faculty study of several high school models across the country.

· API was developed to support and assist with implementation of our three school goals:

1. Each student will demonstrate growth in academic achievement. 

2. Each student will explore and plan for post high school options.

3. Each student will increase his/her sense of belonging at LSHS. 
· High schools across the state (and nation) have visited and/or requested information about our API model.  Our API program has been presented to state and national organizations. 


· Advisory lessons include team-building activities, study skill and test taking tips, and career exploration to focus on enrollment in appropriate courses in the spring.  
· Students receive grade reports every six weeks during Advisory and work with their Academic Advisors to set goals and analyze their progress.  
· Tiger Broadcasts and Spirit Week activities are always an exciting time in Advisory.

· Yearbook signing parties are scheduled each May so Advisory groups can get together with their yearbooks.  
· Annually, Advisory teams complete an All-School Service Project by collecting non-perishable food items to provide 50+ holiday dinners and money to purchase perishable items.  Proceeds of this project were donated to Lee’s Summit Social Services.  


· Privileges reward 11th and 12th graders who maintain passing grades in all classes.

· Privilege areas include:  voluntary tutoring, Tiger Café, open gym, open LMC and computer labs, a variety of club meetings.


· Interventions mandate teacher-tutoring and homework completion time for any 11th and 12th grader who is failing any class.  
· Interventions mandate opportunities to insure that each senior has successfully mastered both Constitution tests before graduation.
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
